This
kit will provide tips and resources to help you promote your drive.

Tips and ideas for promoting your bottle drive:

1.

Social media can be an effective and inexpensive way to spread the word about your

bottle drive. Here are a few different ideas to utilize social media:

e Promote on your school’s, team’s or club’s social media accounts if they have them

e Promote on your community’s Facebook group or page

e Post to your own social media accounts and tag friends and family asking them to
share as well

Email: Write an email that includes the details of your bottle drive and ask your school,
team, or club to send it out to their mailing list. You can also work with parents, coaches,
teachers, or club leaders to share it with their contacts and encourage people to forward
it to others in your community.

Posters / Flyers: Design a poster or flyer with your bottle drive details and post it at your
school, sports facility, or club meeting space, as well as on community bulletin boards.
You can also hand them out to local businesses for display or place them in
neighbourhood mailboxes. Below is a sample poster and some graphic elements that
you can integrate into your materials if needed.

When designing your promotional materials (posters or social media), use fun, colourful
graphics to catch people’s eye. Canva is a great free and easy-to-use tool to design your
posters and social media images and we have included some graphic elements below
that you can integrate into your materials.
